Submission to State Budget, 2012/2013 - Quick wins for Better Stations 
 

The Metropolitan Transport Forum submits the attached ‘Better Stations’ report as a budget proposal.  Please note that the Better Stations’ proposal is part of a broader budget submission to you and the State on sustainable transport, currently being finalised.
 

Stations are in constant everyday use by the public and many are in sore repair.  While there are commendable state government projects to build some and renew others, most stations have no access to funds for minor repair and upgrade in the foreseeable future.

 

MTF therefore seeks a $5 - $10 million allocation for quick win rail station upgrades to cover small, but useful improvements to 10 – 20 stations per annum.  This is proposed as a partnership opportunity with local governments prepared to add value to the work by undertaking local complementary projects in the nearby domain in conjunction with local communities.

 

Many of these projects could be commenced immediately and completed within a budget period  and would maintain momentum in the public transport domain while the PTDA gets underway and more major projects complete the planning phase.
