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	Metropolitan Transport Forum (MTF) Chair, Cr Jackie Fristacky said that “Infrastructure Australia has made a pathfinding report on future national transport projects.” 
 
A modal shift to passenger rail and rail freight is recommended for 
both economic and environmental reasons. 
 
Infrastructure Australia has acknowledged that the full application of pricing does not apply to road transport in Australia.   Cr Fristacky also praised the Report for highlighting that tax measures distort the transport market against rail.  
Infrastructure Australia has informed the States that their submissions for grants should indicate how their projects meet lower emissions, liveability of cities, better land use, and social inclusion criteria. 

This sends a clear message to Australian governments, that they need to improve their cost-benefit analysis of projects against the above framework.
