Claude Cullino, Trevor Shewan, Toby Archer and Tom Melican were elected general members of the executive.

Jackie Fristacky thanked Kerryn Wilmot as returning officer, and reminded the meeting that the two officers, Susie Strain as executive officer, and Geoff Baker as finance officer, had been reappointed for 2009 at the September AGM and are also both members of the executive.

4. Presentations on the topic of the role of local government in transport.
Sam Alessi, Interim President of the MAV and Chair of the MAV Infrastructure Advisory Committee,  provided an overview of the MAV’s role and activities related to transport.
Victorian local governments are responsible for 85% of the road network, but the role in transport has been broadening over time to include all other modes, such as cyclists, pedestrians and public transport users.
Guiding legislation are the 

· Local Govenrment Act 1989

· Road Management Act 2004

As well as the statutory role, local governments also undertake the following

· Lobby the state for transport for their municipalities

· Provide a link between state and federal governments

· Secure grants and establish best practice

· Provide community transport

The driving issues in transport are

· Population growth

· Ageing population

· Rising demand for public transport services

· Increased traffic congestion

· Greater awareness of environmental impacts

· High levels of ghg emissions

· Increasing freight demands

The MAV recently developed a transport position paper, December 2008, with substantial input from local governments. Seven key objectives are

· Environment and climate change

· Modal shift

· Equity and access

· Recognition of cycling and walking

· Integrated long term planning

· Economic efficiency

· Ongoing public transport investment

The transport position paper is a working document, driven by members and will be subject to ongoing review and development.

The MAV has formal working engagement and relationships at the federal level with

· Australian Local Government Association (ALGA)

· COAG

· Australian Council of Local Government

· Federal Department of Infrastructure

· Infrastructure Australia

and the state level with

· Department of Transport
· VicRoads

· VicTrack / VLine/ ARTC / PTSV

Anticipated activities in 2009 are

· State Cycling Strategy

· MAV Strategic Planning Process

· Victorian Transport Plan implementation

· Infrastructure Australia priority projects

· Rail Freight upgrades

· Proposed legislative changes to Transport Act

Some discussion followed on 

· How the MTF could best build on the MAV paper, possibly a public endorsement

· Using the MAV paper to critique the Victorian Transport Plan

· Develop a set of success criteria to monitor implementation

Geoff Gough, Councillor and former Mayor of the City of Manningham, provided an illustration of the role local government could play in public transport with an account of the collaborative efforts of the council, National Ventura bus line and Department of Transport to establish the Manningham Mover, a local bus route.
The council role was further justified as public support for better public transport has greatly increased, reflecting recent issues of sustainability, climate change and oil prices.

Vigorous support from the local paper, including a naming competition, attracted local interest, and an existing bus route was reconfigured to connect seven shopping centres in the municipality. Funding of $2.5 million has been provided for 12 months. The bus is DDA compliant and runs from 8 am to 6 pm Monday to Saturday.  The service is integrated with other local services and stops and uses the Metlink tickets.  Patronage is 25% higher than the bus line it replaced; data and user demographics should become available as the year’s trial progresses.
Success factors in the process were

· Creating a vision

· Sharing the vision or idea with the community

· Dealing with blockages

· Being able to compromise

Jackie Fristacky thanked Sam Alessi and Geoff Gough for their presentations.

5. Planning for 2009

Jackie Fristacky called for suggestions for meeting topics for the year, as follows

· New cycling strategy as part of Victorian Transport Plan, expected to be released shortly 
· Experience of the Public Transport Division as a referral authority for development applications 
· Walking as a mode of transport 
· Provision of transport infrastructure to extended urban growth boundary 
· Mobility around schools 
· Accessible transport watch project and issues that people with disabilities face using public transport 
· Invite new train and tram franchisees, once announced 
· Consolidated wish lists for each local government area 
· Planning for major transport links in north east 
· General structure, rationale and alternatives to public transport fare system 
· Progress and experience of network operating plans 
· Integration of land use and planning 
· Transport policies leading into 2010 state election 
· Establishing performance standards for Melbourne’s transport system 
· Feedback from Melbourne Bus Reviews 
· Decision making structure and organisation behind Melbourne’s transport system 
· Freight 
The list was referred to the executive to confirm speakers and dates.

6. Business Arising

· Sustainable Living Festival:  the MTF has taken a site in conjunction with the PTUA at the Sustainable Living Festival on 20th-22nd February.  Notices were circulated and volunteers invited to join the roster.

· The Centre for Governance and Management of Urban Transport (GAMUT) had called a meeting of all transport coalitions to discuss a broad alliance: no progress to date
· The December motion that the MTF develop or advocate for an integrated transport plan with a target of 60% public transport use by 2050 was referred to the executive for further work. Daniel Kollmorgen, Claude Cullino and Jane Waldock offered to be involved.

7. Regular reports

· Media  -  Jackie Fristacky informed the MTF of a number of media releases which had received most interest from local papers.  Also Susie Strain had represented the MTF at a transport session hosted by Jon Faine on ABC radio on the cancellations and equipment failures during the hot weather on the rail network.

· Website – Susie Strain informed the MTF that the new version of the website had been updated but was still in the development stage.  It should be transferred to www.mtf.org.au shortly, and members encouraged to provide feedback.
